The children watched as the 
firefighter put on his suspender pants, outer coat, 
helmet and oxygen mask. He tenderly scooped 
up the student and took him to safety. It helps 
children trust the masked firefighter when they 
have first seen the faces of these heroes.

Following the presentation, the Begindergarten-
ers and their teachers, Mrs. Drucker, Ms. Day 
and Ms. Preston, had a tour of the fire truck. 
Each child had an adventurous walk through the 
truck as they explored equipment and sat in the 
enormous seats. What a thrill!

The next day, student Reece Pasquinelli ex-
claimed, “I loved it! I love going through the 
truck, and I always wanted to be a fireman!”

The visit ended with an exchange: the firefighters gave the students firefighter stickers and the children shared the fresh 
baked gingerbread cake they made earlier that morning. A big thank-you to the Bose Lane firefighters for educating the 
community and keeping us out of harm’s way!
