Tuition Payment Options. Almaden Country School requires that Basic Tuition be paid in one of two ways:
Option 1 — Single Annual Payment. Basic Tuition paid in full by May 20.

Option 2 — Monthly Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If you wish to pay Basic Tuition on a monthly basis, you will need to
authorize the school to electronically withdraw funds from your bank account.

Sibling Discounts On Basic Tuition. Families with more than one enrolled student receive a 5% Basic Tuition discount for the second
oldest sibling, and a 25% Basic Tuition discount for each additional enrolled younger sibling (3™ sibling or greater).

Priority Re-Enrollment. Enrollment forms and fees for returning students received before January 31, 2008 are given priority over new
enrollments and qualify for loyalty tuition pricing. Enrollment Fees that accompany a full tuition payment by January 31 are eligible for
an additional $250 discount. Your account must be current in order to re-enroll.

New Enrollments. A one-time, non-refundable $50 application fee is due with each application. Upon confirmation of acceptance to the
school, the non-refundable Enrollment Fee for each student is due within two weeks.

New Student Shadow Dates. New students applying to enter grades 1st — 8th will visit and participate in the classroom for two days. The
office will set these shadow dates. New students applying to enter Kindergarten and Jr. Kindergarten are evaluated on an individual basis.

Withdrawal. During the enrollment process, if we receive a “Request for Records” from another school we will assume your child no
longer intends to enroll and his/her space will be forfeited. Upon withdrawal after school has begun, you are eligible for a refund of any
unused Basic Tuition and Apple Orchard fees paid, prorated by the number of days attended, less a $250 withdrawal fee. Enrollment fees
are non-refundable.

Other Fees. There will be additional fees during the school year to pay for such things as overnight fieldtrips (est. $100-$2200), after-
school sports (est. $80-$150), and lunch (est. $5/day). A $25 late fee will be added to any fees that are not received by the due date.

Fundraising. Your support of school fundraising efforts is very important to enhancing the school and supporting our teachers. In
addition to “on-going” fundraising (such as SCRIP, Box Tops for Education, etc.), all families are asked to make a voluntary donation to
the school through the Annual Giving Campaign, the Dinner Auction, and the Fund Run. The Annual Giving Campaign and Dinner
Auction cover “the gap” between tuition income and expenses. PSA fundraising income pays for PSA events and enriches classroom
budgets.

Termination. Students and Parents attending Almaden Country School are expected to understand and abide by the principles and
policies outlined in the Parent Handbook. Failure to do so may result in termination from school. Services may be terminated if it is

determined through observations and parent meetings that Almaden Country School does not meet the need of your child.

Priority. Students needing care 5 days a week are given priority for Apple Orchard enrollment. We do not offer an annual one-day a
week program. If your child needs care one day a week, you will be asked to pay on a drop-in basis (see below)

Payment. Annual fees must be paid along with tuition and can be paid in full or via monthly EFT on the 20™ of each month.

Pro-Rating. Tuition is not pro-rated for days that your child does not attend due to school closures, illness, play dates and/or extra
curricular activities.

Late Pick-Up Fees. Late fees begin accruing at the end of your child’s session, either at 3:01 p.m. or 6:01 p.m. Any child who is
picked up after their designated time will be charged $25.00 per 15 minutes or fraction thercof. Late pick-up fees are to be paid, by

check, to the closing teacher at the time of pick-up.

Adding Days/Sessions. An additional fee will be charged when your child attends Apple Orchard for more sessions than is paid for in
the annual fee. Please refer to our Drop-in Rates below.

Rest Period. All children who attend the afternoon extended care session will be offered a brief rest period after lunch.

Payment. The fee for Drop-in Care is to be paid to the Apple Orchard Staff by check on the day that services are provided for your
child. A $5 late fee will be charged for any drop-in fees not received on the day the services are provided.

Availability. Priority for Drop-in Care will be given to students enrolled in the Apple Orchard Program. Drop-in Care is only
available if we have space in the program.

Notification. The Apple Orchard staff needs to receive a written or e-mail (AppleOrchard @acs.org) request 2-days prior to the day
your child will need care. A space for your child is not guaranteed until you have received confirmation from the Apple Orchard Staff.
In the case of urgent need, please call 408-997-2163, ext. 260 to check if space is available that day. We will do our best to
accommodate last minute requests.

General Procedures

Lunch. Students attending the PM Session should bring a lunch or purchase a hot lunch from the school for an extra fee.

Sign In/Out. Children will only be admitted to Apple Orchard after a parent or authorized person signs the student in. Children will not
be allowed to leave Apple Orchard until a parent or authorized person signs the child out. The sign in/out form will be kept next to the
front door. The same procedure applies to Begindergarten, Jr. Kindergarten and Kindergarten.

Right To Inspect Files. The Department of Social Services licenses our Begindergarten and Apple Orchard Extended Care programs and
has the right to inspect our programs and the files of students enrolled in these programs.
